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e Aquaculture Industry- The policy would have classified and created regulatory
expectations for aquatic farms and facilities to help the shrimp industry establish
and flourish in rural Minnesota.

[t is my strong belief that farmers are good stewards of their lands. I also firmly
believe that all farmers deserve the right to protect their property. It is unfortunate that the
Legislature has attempted to reverse the soil loss law that was designed to prevent
landowner-to-landowner conflicts.

For the above reasons, I have vetoed this bill.
